e A Photovoltaic (PV) Solar Array became operational in February 2011. The PV system, located
on top of the west rink roof, is capable of generating 100kW of energy to help offset our daily
consumption.

e Water conserving fixtures were installed to include infrared operators on toilets and sinks
throughout the building.

¢ New energy efficient fluorescent fixtures were installed on both rinks providing brighter and
more even illumination for our users.

e Two, new clean energy electric Zamboni's were delivered to the Edge in June 2011. Electric
Zamoni's do not emit the carbon monoxide fossil fuel Zamboni’s do.

e Staff took down the west rink in May 2011, painting a bright white background with new lines,
logos and creases.

¢ The Foothills Board of Directors gave staff approval to seek a liquor license enabling us to
expand our food and beverage service. Look for our opening later this fall!
